Brief description of the service

Sunfield is a 52 week independent residential special school, registered and approved
by the Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) for boys and girls aged
six to 18 years with severe and complex learning needs. Sunfield has 10 residential
homes with places for a total of 72 children. Currently there are 52 children being
cared for at the school. Each home is managed by a team leader and line managed
through the Care Management ieam and the Head of Care.

The homes are as foliows and accommodate the following number and age range of -
children: :
Beech is a group home that accommodates six children and young people gver 14
years,

Birch is a group home that accommodates 11 children and young people under 16

Summary

This inspection was an interim, unannounced visit. The outcome groups for Staying
Safe, Positive Contribution and Economic Wellbeing and Organisation were
- examined.

The overall judgement remains good. Sunfield provides good care and support for
children and voung people. Staff are provided with a good range of policies,
procedures and training to ensure they are properly trained to suppert children and
young people with Autism,
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Improvements since the last inspection

Sunfteld continues to demonstrate commitment to ensuring the seﬁice meets
Nationat Minimum Standards.

At the last inspection visit, the provider was required to continue to train staff to

_Level 3, to ensure the right mix of skills and qualified staff on duty. The setting
continues to make good progress in addressing this reguirement. Sunfiek! has
introduced the local police protocol for any children and young people that go
missing. Sunfield’s senlor managers have reviewed the new risk assessment to
ensure that it demonstrates a thorough approach in the assessment of risk
management in consultation with staff.

Helping children to be healthy

The provision is not judged.

Protecting children from harm or neglect and helping them stay safe
The provisicn is good. -

Children and young people are safeguarded by the pasitive steps taken by staff. This
is underpinned by clear policies and procedures that promote and protect children
and young people from abuse. Staff know and understand their role and
responsibility in relation to safeguarding and protecting. All staff receive iraining that
is consistent with the Local Safeguarding Children Board procedures. Sunfield
appropriately refers concerns related to child protection matters onto the local duty
and assessment team. ;

Children and young people recaive a gaod levels of supervision. Staff monitor
children and young people's whereabouts and carefully consider their vulnerability
hoth in the residential accommadation and out in the wider community. Staff are
“provided with clear guidelines should an event occur where a child goes missing.
These procedures also include the actions to take in line with the local police
protocol,

Staff pay good attention to health and safety matters related to the care and welfare
of chitdren and young people. Staff use risk assessment tools effectively and senior
managers evaluate risk management to ensure all actions and records comply with
Surfield's policies and procedures. Staff complete the necessary fire safety and fire
prevention checks and children and young people are regularly involved in fire
evacuation drills to ensure they know and understand what steps to take in the event
of an emergency.
